The RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is a period of reflection, prayer, instruction, discernment, and
formation that leads to the ultimate goal of coming into full communion with the Church. During this process,
non-Catholics learn about the Catholic faith and way of life. It is a spiritual formation process culminating with
entry into the Catholic Church with the celebration of the Sacraments of Baptism (if not previously baptized in
another Christian denomination), Confirmation, and Eucharist.

Ranking highest among the
celebrations of the liturgical year, it should
rank highest in the spiritual life of the parish
community; not a small task in places where
Christmas can sometimes be considered the
high point.
