Ranking highest among the
celebrations of the liturgical year, it should
rank highest in the spiritual life of the parish
community; not a small task in places where
Christmas can sometimes be considered the high
point.

It is at this Mass that the Church welcomes our
new members into the Catholic community
through Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation.
